Poster Format – Participants are encouraged to use the following guidelines:

Project Abstract  – Participants are encouraged to use the following guidelines: 
· Abstract Template: SEE ATTACHMENT
· Printed text recommendation:     800 – 1200 words (1500 words, maximum suggested).
· Avoid excessive text, using approximately   1/3 text,   1/3 figure(s) and   1/3 blank space.
· Poster materials and text should be viewable at approximately 5-7 feet away.
· Avoid using “ALL UPPER CASE”. 
· Consider using italics, bold face or underline (but not all 3 at the same time).
· Use “Left Alignment” and some information presented in “bullet form” if desired.
· Consider those who may be color blind (inability to tell green from red).
